Following a suggestion from the president of the Veteran Car Club in 1962,
much valuable historical material of D Napier & Son Ltd was donated to the
Museum'’s Transport Department in 1963-64. Additional material was donated
when the company was taken over by the General Electric Company in late
1973. This material was transferred to the Archives Collection in 1989.
