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BIDD

In the note on sources in his book George Parker Bidder the calculating boy,
E F Clark defines three sections: The Railway Papers, The Tea Chest
Collection and The Bidder Papers.

The Railway Library ‘consists principally of GPBI's printed and bound papers
about railways; these have been interpolated into the Library’'s main book
stock. A listing of them is included here; it precedes this full listing of The Tea
Chest Collection. Now housed in 24 archive boxes, it originally filled several
tea chests. It mostly consists of commercial/business documentation
relating to various family enterprises but chiefly to those of GPBII
(particularly regarding docks and mining].
